Japan Allocates a $3.5M Emergency Grant to Support Lebanon’s
Food Security

On July 5, Japan decided to allocate a $3.5M emergency grant to Lebanon through
the World Food Program, amid global and local developments that are threatening
the food security in the country, especially after the Russian aggression against
Ukraine.
