Japan Supports the Provision of Waste Collection Trucks to
Municipalities in the Baalbek-Hermel Governorate through
LOST

Japan will extend a grant to the Lebanese Organization for Studies and Training (LOST) to
provide solid waste collection vehicles for the Nabi Chit and Sareen Tahta villages in the
Baalbek-Hermel Governorate through the Grant Assistance for Grassroots Human Security
Program (GGP). On February 22, 2024, Ambassador MAGOSHI Masayuki signed a grant
contract with Dr. Rami Lakkis the General Manager of LOST.

In recent years and amid Lebanon’s ongoing socio-economic crisis, the municipal resources
across the country rapidly dwindled, which had severe implications on the provision of local
basic services. In the Nabi Chit and Sareen Tahta villages, in particular, the financial
challenges have been curtailing solid waste management efforts, and limiting waste
collection, posing grave health and environmental concerns for thousands of residents.
Through this initiative Japan aims to empower the municipal capacities in the two villages,
by enhancing waste collection services, hence improving the living and health conditions of
approximately 30,000 inhabitants.

At the signing ceremony, Ambassador MAGOSHI expressed Japan’s steadfast commitment
to ensure the sustainability of the services of the country’s most vital sectors. For its part,
LOST thanked the Japanese government for its unwavering commitment to supporting
Lebanon during this challenging period. This grant represents a significant step forward in
addressing the critical issue of waste management in the area.
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
